Wilana Means Boomerang!
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Happy Sailors keep coming back for more just like her name suggests. She has been part of the Happy Sails Club for a little over a month now and the response has been very positive! Here are some thoughts, reminders and new information for using her. In no particular order:
1. Stern or bow to the dock? Accessing the boat is a lot easier with the stern to the dock.

When backing in and things aren't quite right, stopping the boat by putting the boat 
in forward works a lot better than the opposite. Leaving the dock in forward gear is a lot easier than dealing with the prop walk. Wind strength and direction will make all of this 
different for us on any given day. Remember to fend with fenders and put it in however it feels most comfortable to you. If conditions make that slip difficult, find somewhere easier to park and we will move her later.

2. It doesn't take long for a cockpit to get scruffy. Please wash the cockpit thoroughly. We have scuff marks building up in the cockpit.

3. A new lady is a big distraction, but she might be made for sharing. Poor old Nan is being neglected in more ways than one. With the addition of Wilana to the fleet the new sails to Nan have been put on hold. In late August the USC classes start up, so both Capri's may be used for classes in September, October, and November. Wilana and Nan will be the boats for club members. Nan is great for that cozy single or couple sail and Wilana for a group. We would like Wilana sailors to share their adventures with other club members. 

4. Wilana's head. This is a change of policy. The through hull for the head is to be left closed when the head is not in use. Make sure all your stuff has exited the bowl followed by some fresh water.

5. August 23/24 Wilana will not be available for club members.
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Tip of the Month
Outboard engine - choke or not to choke? In the warm weather the choke is not necessary on our outboards. If it seems flooded put the throttle to the highest level and no choke and try it again.
