Tip of the Month or Discussion Point? 
So you've been sailing in Hollow Creek for a while and you are wondering about getting further in the allotted time. You could motor out further, but that kind of destroys the sailing idea. Better sail trim may help. For instance let's say you've got the idea of the red and green tell tails worked out but you haven't been moving the fairleads on their tracks to get all 3 sets working. Adjusting that may only gain you .25 of a knot which may not seem like a lot, but over 4 hours it's a mile! For those dreaming of cruising that is 6 miles a day, or 42 miles in a week! That works up wind and across the wind, but what about down wind? It's then about run versus broad reach; straight line versus safer point of sail... that’s a personal choice. Sail trim is an endless learning process with a myriad of different ways to change the shape of the sail. We suggest you keep it simple and try one adjustment at a time.
