How Windy is Windy?
During the sailing classes we always teach about wind speed flags, but don't always have quantities for the descriptions. Here’s a clarification: A single red pennant means small craft advisory: 20-33 knots, two red pennants means gale force winds: 34-47 knots, a single red square with a black square on it means storm: 48-73 knots, and two red squares with black squares means hurricane: 74 knots or higher. We may be able to sail our boats at the very low end of the small craft advisory, but our general guidelines are that if the gusts are regularly stronger than the boat is long (in feet) it's a smart choice to stay at the dock.
