So far beyond a very thorough clean from the bilge up we have replaced the head gasket, lake water pump, exhaust manifold, fuel separator/filter, temperature sender and gauge, and many hoses to the engine. We have rebuilt the house water pump, rebuilt the head pump, replaced the cabin sole and seating bulkheads. Rigging wise we have replaced and relocated the roller furling control line, replaced the topping lift, a turning block for the main halyard, control lines for the fairleads and adjustable back stay. On the to do list are lifting and resealing stanchions and other deck fittings, clean, and replace if necessary, hatch and port seals, propane system review and check, water heater reconnect and check, an auto pilot steering device, air conditioning, bottom clean and refinish……..some of those are little bit of fantasizing on my part!

Tip of the Month: Keep Your Scuppers Clean(this is not our boat!)
